AUGUST 19, 2025
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CALL TO ORDER AND APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The meeting was called to order at 6:03 P.M. at City Hall with Chairman Jeff Gilliam presiding. A motion was made by Mayor Templin to approve the minutes of the July 15, 2025 meeting. The motion was seconded by Robert Seiber and all members voted aye. 

REPORT FROM BUILDING OFFICIAL/CODES ENFORCEMENT

There was no report from codes enforcement.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

Ron Garrett addressed the planning commission with a concept plan of a residential PUD consisting of 6 small houses on Railroad Street. The planning commission suggested that he proceed with development plans. No action was taken.

NEW BUSINESS

A. Consideration of Rezoning Property on Cobb Hollow Road from C-1, Commercial to M-1, Industrial Requested by the State of Tennessee.

Matthew Sprinkles submitted the rezoning request on behalf of the State of Tennessee and explained that the intention was to use the property for a TDOT Maintenance and storage facility. Mayor Templin provided some background information regarding the request for rezoning that originated in 2022. He further explained that the rezoning request had been presented to the planning commission in March, 2023, but that no action was taken. Gordon Cox also provided som historical documentation about the property and the rezoning consideration and stated that he was opposed to the zoning change. Commissioner asked the opinion of the zoning change from Staff planner Edwards. Mr. Edwards stated that the property was zoned commercial because of its location at the interstate interchange and that the current zoning is consistent with the land use plan. He further stated that the city should foster and enhance the commercial development in the city which would provide a revenue source. Upon hearing objections from the planning commissioners to the requested rezoning, Mr. Sprinkles decided to withdraw the request. No action was taken.

B. Approval of LPRF Grant.
