Invocation
County Commissioner Shane Vowell opened the meeting with a prayer.

Approval of Minutes
The motion to approve the minutes for the 19" September 2022 regularly scheduled meeting
was made by Vice-Mayor Juston Job and was seconded by Councilwoman Denise Casteel. The
motion passed unanimously by voice vote.

A motion to amend the agenda to include a Road Block request from Christmas for Rocky Top Kids was
made by Mayor Sharp and Seconded by Vice-Mayor Job. The motion passed unanimously by voice vote.

Recognize Citizens, Guests and Visitors

John Owings of Owings, Wilson & Coleman, the new City Attorney, was introduced to Council
and the audience.

Becky Bridges had concerns about her water bill and stated that, “this is a city with poor
people.” She estimates that we make $79,000 a month on water alone. City Manager Michael
Foster explained the rates, the aging system and enterprise funds. Ms. Bridges stated that she
doesn’t live in the house in city limits. Discussion ensued. Ms. Bridges advised that he lived
within city limits, but later recanted stating that she does not live in the city but has property
here.

Councilwoman Casteel would like to revisit putting the trash fee in the tax rate again, during
the budget process.

The audience became unruly and began making random disparaging statements about the city
and its employees, pot holes, and water leaks.

Food will be
sold by the elementary school. There will be hayrides, bouncers, a costume contest and prizes.
